THE COST OF OCCUPATIONAL FRAUD
AGAINST GOVERNMENT ORGANIZATIONS

Government organizations are entrusted with both the funding and the responsibility to serve the
public good. Unfortunately, fraud perpetrators violate that trust, resulting in lost funds, unmet public
needs, and reputational damage. Our study provides some insight into the direct cost of
occupational fraud against government organizations.*
